The Devil and His Angels

The account of how Lucifer became the Devil is found hidden in two passages
of scriptures: Ezekiel 28:12-17, a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and in
Isaiah 14:9-19, a proverb against the king of Babylon. A Cherub sins and
becomes the Devil

There was a Cherub, Lucifer, the son of the morning, who
decided that he wanted to be God, and as a result of this sin, he
became the Devil. The Devil was not created as the Devil in the
beginning.

Ezekiel 28:13 “Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God;
every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz,
and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the
sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the
workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared
in thee in the day that thou wast created.”
