Days of Noah
The days of Noah are a type of the condition of the world before the Rapture.

The ark which is a coffin, not a ship, is a type of the death of Jesus which will save
us from the tribulation period (the flood). Noah is safely in the ark before the flood
comes, so will the saved be Raptured before the tribulation period.

(Matthew 24:37 But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming of the Son of
man be.)

1. The coming of the Son of man is as the days of

(Matthew 24:40 Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other
left.)

2. This is not the second coming of Christ, but the Rapture, because at this coming,
there shall be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the left.

THE DAYS OF NOAH IS A TYPE OF THE RAPTURE.

(Genesis 7:6 And Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of waters was
upon the earth.)

3. Noah was years old when the flood came.

4. The days of Noah were the last years before the flood.

(Genesis 5:32 And Noah was five hundred years old: and Noah begat Shem, Ham,
and Japheth.)

5. Noah was years old when Shem, Ham, and Japeth were born.

The Hebrew word for a box is tebah and the Greek word for a box is kibotos.

A a type of the condition of the last days.

(Genesis 6:8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.)

B. a type of the saved.

(Genesis 6:17 And, behold, I, even I, do bring a flood of waters upon the earth, to
destroy all flesh, wherein is the breath of life, from under heaven; and every thing
that is in the earth shall die.)

C. a type of judgment, the tribulation period.
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(Genesis 6:14 Make thee an ark of gopher wood; rooms shalt thou make in the ark,
and shalt pitch it within and without with pitch.)

D. a type of escape, protection from the flood, the rapture.

30. Only those who were in the were saved from the flood.

(1 Thessalonians 5:9-10 For God hath not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain
salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ,
10 Who died for us, that, whether we wake or sleep, we should live together with
him.)

31. The ark, a box, a type of coffin, is also a type of the of Jesus.

(Romans 5:10 For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the
death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.)

32. In Romans 5:10 we are reconciled to God by the of his Son, we shall be
saved from God's wrath
____his life.

(1 Thessalonians 4:16-17 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a
shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead
in Christ shall rise first:

17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in
the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.)

33. At the rapture before the tribulation period, Jesus, shall descend from
heaven and the dead in Christ shall rise first, and we which are alive and remain
shall be up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air.
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(Genesis 7:11-17 In the six hundredth year of Noah's life, in the second month, the
seventeenth day of the month, the same day were all the fountains of the great
deep broken up, and the windows of heaven were opened.

12 And the rain was upon the earth forty days and forty nights.

13 In the selfsame day entered Noah, and Shem, and Ham, and Japheth, the sons
of Noah, and Noah's wife, and the three wives of his sons with them, into the ark;
14 They, and every beast after his kind, and all the cattle after their kind, and
every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind, and every fowl
after his kind, every bird of every sort.

15 And they went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh, wherein is
the breath of life.

16 And they that went in, went in male and female of all flesh, as God had
commanded him: and the LORD shut him in.

17 And the flood was forty days upon the earth; and the waters increased, and
bare up the ark, and it was lift up above the earth.)
